Our community has really stepped up during this pandemic, to
help others during these challenging times:

e The Volunteer Network registered 64 Disaster Healthcare
Volunteers in Mendocino County, serving over 2,900 hours, to
provide no cost vaccines to anyone that needed them.

e In Lake County, 17 volunteers are assisting with The Lake
County Community Food Drive, delivering to 787 households.

e There are over 100 non-medical volunteers providing over
1,000 volunteer hours at inland and coastal vaccine clinics.

e AmeriCorps Senior volunteers assisted with Lake County
Public Heath's COVID testing sites and vaccinations clinics.
And local Lake County volunteers assisted Public Health with
food deliveries to quarantine clients.

¢ In Mendocino County, 23 Volunteer Contact Tracers
provided over 1,200 hours locally.

e Local Grocery Delivery volunteers have served 179
quarantined families, providing much needed food and
supplies.

VITA Volunteer Income Tax Assistance:

This year, VITA volunteers stepped up to help local families get
the tax refunds they deserved through free tax preparation
assistance. In Mendocino County, 159 individuals and families
had their tax returns accepted with 225 families served in Lake
County. The results were $393,678 in refunds returned to our
local community. We are grateful to have so many
dedicated VITA volunteers!

CERT Community Emergency Response Team:

During the pandemic, CERT volunteers were needed in a
variety of new positions; vaccine clinics, grocery delivery and
contact tracing. Plans to reconvene the local CERT teams
are underway and nofification of the next meetings (online
and in person) will be out this fall. Stay tuned.
